GENDER. INEQUALITIES, POWER

Summary

In this course we will focus on approaches to gender, inequality and power that have developed in the
context of contemporary sociology, with an emphasis on the critiques and reconsiderations introduced by
feminist thought since the 1970s.

In particular, we will explore issues concerning: a) conceptualisations of gender, b) recent intersectional
approaches to inequality that examine multiple axes of discrimination and oppression, including
racialisation and class differences, and c) postmodern understandings of power as a web of discourses,
relations and practices of discipline and resistance.

We will approach these issues through the rich theoretical discussions that have been unfolding in the field
of feminist sociology, especially regarding the need for methodological and empirical renewal of the
discipline of sociology in light of the gender analytic, as well as through relevant research examples.
