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The seminar aims to explore the relationship between visual and theoretical texts, which arise within
specific social, historical, cultural, and political contexts. It seeks to encourage students to engage in critical
reading and analysis, focusing on issues such as class, gender, race, and so on, while also recognizing the role
of visual cultures in shaping dominant ideologies. To achieve this, we will draw from a variety of cultural
texts, with a particular emphasis on cinema. Specifically, we will examine selected film texts through the lens
of key theoretical approaches and analyze them within their respective theoretical frameworks.

The course is structured around the critical study of selected theoretical texts and the application of these

theoretical frameworks to the analysis of film texts. This process has two main objectives:

¢ To highlight how cultural production is mediated by political, economic, and social realities.

¢ To demonstrate how specific socio-historical contexts impose dominant interpretations of images and
words.

To this aim, the first part of the seminar will include lectures and screenings, accompanied by group

discussions and in-class activities, as well as assignments and preparation to be done at home.

The second part of the seminar will feature student presentations, followed by feedback from peers and the
instructor. Presentation topics will be selected in collaboration with the instructor and will consist of critical
readings of film texts through the lens of one of the theoretical approaches covered in the course.
