(3) SYLLABUS

This seminar provides an interdisciplinary survey of issues affecting Indigenous
peoples, from academic and community perspectives. Students will explore the
depth and diversity of Indigenous cultures, traditions, and knowledge. Taking a
global perspective, this course will discuss the role that Indigenous knowledges
play in the contemporary world, paying particular attention to Indigenous
cultures in the Americas (North and Latin America). We will look at
contemporary Indigenous cultures as unique forms of knowledge that may allow
us to create a better and more just world for everyone. Finally, students will
consider how diverse Indigenous communities persevere despite current global
environmental and economic trends, and will investigate topics such as identity,
Indigenous knowledge and worldview, historical background, socio-political
context, social justice, human rights, spirituality, resilience, and indigenous
movements.
