(3) SYLLABUS 

This course will explore issues related to the formation of social identities and biographies in 
contemporary societies. The first unit will present different "diagnoses" of modern societies, 
emphasizing their transitional character (post-industrial, post-Fordist, post-modern society). 
Emphasis will be placed on the transformations of work and the consequences of flexible labor 
relations and labor deregulation on the biographies and identities of modern employees. We will 
discuss the consequences of flexibility and precarious work on the ways individuals professionally 
identify themselves, and we will present the new normative models to which workers are called 
upon to adapt: the model of the "singular worker" and the worker who functions as an entrepreneur 
of the self. Within this framework, the second unit will highlight theoretical and research questions 
that arise in relation to the study of modern social identities and will present different approaches 
(dialogical, performative, narrative approach). Particular emphasis will be placed on theories that 
highlight biographical reflection as a constituent process of identity formation in late modernity. The 
third unit will examine specific issues in the study of contemporary social identities, such as issues 
of intercultural and hybrid identities, the formation of gender identities,  identity as embodied 
inscription, and the internet (social media) as an "arena" for identities
