During the 13 lectures of the term, we focus our interest on the definition of the “political party”
concept, the origins, organization and administration of political parties, ideology and propaganda,
age and the extent of party institutionalization, functions and party dimensions, but also the reasons
why political parties are in a state of crisis during the last 20 or so years. An analytical timetable
concerning the lectures with their respective topics can be found in the course's website.

When students will have completed their study, they should have reached a position whereby:

1. They will be able to give the exact definition of the concept “political party” and differentiate
between this and other related organizations.

2. They will have acquired a good knowledge of the most salient characteristics of political parties
and also their development during earlier but also recent years.

3. Most important, they will be in a position to correlate concrete, socio-economic development
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stages to the emergence and domination of respective party political organization forms.

4. Last, they will be able to deepen, analyze and present the current debate concerning today’s crisis
of the political parties, both in Greece and internationally, and also to formulate hypotheses with
respect to their future course.
