3. COURSE CONTENT

Synopsis

The decade 2008-2018 marks a period of profound economic, social, and political
restructuring in Greece. The financial crisis, which erupted as a consequence of the
global recession of 2008 and was intensified by the structural weaknesses of the
Greek economy, evolved into a sovereign debt crisis with severe consequences for
social cohesion, the welfare state, and democratic institutions.

The course aims at an interdisciplinary analysis of these phenomena, combining
tools from economics, sociology, social anthropology, political science, and
contemporary history. Special emphasis is placed on the interaction among
domestic institutions, international markets, and social groupings, as well as on
forms of political protest, the role of international organizations (EU, IMF), and the
effects of fiscal adjustment programs across various areas of public policy.

Students will examine the composition and functioning of public debt, the
internal political competition in creditor countries concerning the issue of weaker
Eurozone economies, the operation of rescue mechanisms, austerity policies, the
restructuring of labor, product and service markets, and the social inequalities that
emerged during the 2008-2018 period. They will also study the shocks experienced
by the country's political system during this time, the rise of new political actors, the
polarization of the party system, and the changes in collective action and citizen-
state relations.

The course makes use of primary and secondary material (legislation, statistical
data, testimonies, policy interventions) and encourages critical thinking, a
comparative approach, and the production of interdisciplinary research papers.
