Social research reflects the dialogue between existing ideas, social reality and the data that
characterize it.

Effective application of research methods requires not only the necessary
knowledge of the technical details that characterize them, but also the theoretical and technical
assumptions on which they rely and influence the compilation of the data and the interpretation of the
results.
