-Gain experience in researching primary sources and using written documentation
for scientific study.

Course Summary

As one of the largest economic sectors worldwide, tourism has evolved into a
key driver of social transformation in modern societies throughout the 20th
century. Today, tourism is also recognized as a significant factor in cultural
transformation, as mobility and leisure have become social and cultural practices
through which individuals construct their sense of self, society, nation, history,
and the "other." This transformation is often presented in host countries as the
result of a region’s "natural” competitive advantages; however, in reality, it
stems from the social practices of various economic and political actors. The
study of their actions, practices, and perceptions constitutes the core material of
the sociology of tourism.

This seminar explores the emergence of tourism as a modern cultural, economic,
and political phenomenon, with a particular focus on Greece and the available
Greek-language literature. Adopting a strong interdisciplinary approach, the
seminar examines texts concerning the formation, representations, and impacts
of Greek tourism across a wide range of disciplines, including sociology,
anthropology, spatial studies, economics, and cultural studies.

Students will be trained not only in understanding key texts that have
contributed to the study of tourism’s role in the social transformation of Greek
society but also in organizing their own small research projects as part of the
seminar.

Seminar Topics:

-Theories on the role and nature of tourism in modern societies.

-Travel culture and spa towns in the Greek kingdom during the 19th and early
20th centuries.

-Tourism and public policies in interwar Greece.

- Postwar development, fragile democracy, and tourism.

-Social impacts and transformations brought by Greek tourism.

-Cultural representations of Greek tourism: Travel guides and cinema.
-Aspects and representations of gender in Greek tourism.

-Archaeology, cultural heritage, and cultural policies.

-Representations and perspectives on environmental management in the
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study of Greek tourism.
-Architecture and spatial planning in the production of tourist spaces.
-The issue of "overtourism" and "touristification."
